How then does it have tares?' 

28 And he said to them, 'An 
enemy has done this!' The 
slaves said to him, 'Do you 
want us  then  to go and want us, then, to go and 

gather them up?' 

29 But he said, 'No; for while 
you are gathering up the 
tares, you may uproot the 

h t ith th  wheat with them. 
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30 Allow both to grow 
together until the harvest; 

and in the time of the harvest 
I will say to the reapers, "First I will say to the reapers, First 

gather up the tares and bind 
them in bundles to burn them 
up; but gather the wheat into 

my barn."'"

Jesus explains the 
Parable
vvs. 36‐40

36 Then He left the crowds 
and went into the house. 
And His disciples came to 

Hi  d id  "E l i  t   Him and said, "Explain to us 
the parable of the tares of 

the field." 
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37 And He said, "The one who 
sows the good seed is the 

Son of Man, 

38 and the field is the world; 
and as for the good seed, 
these are the sons of the 

kingdom; and the tares are kingdom; and the tares are 
the sons of the evil one; 

39 and the enemy who 
sowed them is the devil, and 
the harvest is the end of the 

age; and the reapers are age; and the reapers are 
angels. 
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40 So just as the tares are 
gathered up and burned 

with fire, so shall it be at the 
end of the age.
